RAIL RUNNER EXPRESS

The Rail Runner Express tickets can be purchased online or on-
board from ticket agents wearing yellow vests. Cash and all credit
cards, except American Express, are accepted. On weekdays,
there is a free shuttle connecting the Albuquerque airport to Rail
Runner stations in downtown Albuquerque. The current charge is
