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THE 2007 ARTIST OF THE YEAR COMPETITION ð  
Navajo Artist Shane R. Hendren Named Artist of the Year 
 

One of the highlights of the Spring Market is always the Artist of the Year Competition. After 
a year of membership, IACA Artist Members are eligible to compete for the prestigious IACA 
Artist of the Year awards which recognize creativity and craftsmanship.  The 2007 top award, 
ñIACA Artist of the Yearò went to Shane R. Hendren, a Navajo jeweler, for ñSacred Circles,ò 
a beautiful contemporary necklace that incorporates a variety of metalsmithing techniques, in-
cluding the Japanese laminating technique known as Mokume-gane. This reversible necklace 
is a masterpiece with seven tufa cast linked circles, accentuated on the sides with 27 layers of 
copper and silver. The circles have Mokume-gane shadowboxed on one side and Wrightôs 
Mountain turquoise inlaid on the reverse. When asked by REZ BIZ what the IACA award 
meant to him, Hendren replied, ñThis award is special because it is determined by retail, 
wholesale businesses and artists that are active in the industry today.ò  

On March 29th, 2007, the Indian Arts Education Association 
(IAEA) joined  forces with the Institute of American Indian 
Arts (IAIA), Southwest Association for Indian Arts (SWAIA) 
and IACA to conduct a one-day seminar on business and 
marketing, topics that are vital to today's Native American 
artists. The seminar was a great success, with more than 70 
artists participating, and over 150 expressing interest.  

Held at the  Technology and Library Auditorium at the IAIA 
school campus, the seminar included presentations by Susan 
Anthony, U.S Patent &Trademark Office; Geoffrey Gorman, 
Geoffrey Gorman & Associates; Jill Moran, Indian Arts and 
Crafts Board, DOI; Sandra Necessary, US Department of 
Commerce; John Villani, Institute of American Indian Arts; 
Jan, Zimmerman, Watermelon Mountain Web Marketing; 
Bud August, IACA Board Member and more.

Participants filled out evaluations 
identifying other areas of training needed, including tips for 
better booth displays, developing an artist portfolio, digital 
photography, sales techniques for selling handcrafted art, 
developing a marketing strategy, using software for financial 
management, working with museums and galleries, how to 
change a customer into a collector, writing business plans, 
tracking customers, web designing and selling online.  

One artist wrote, this was an ñexcellent seminar; great topics, 
excellent speakers. I learned so much that is relevant to my 
own work in Native art. I have to say this is one of the best 
programs I had ever attended.ò IAEA and IACA plan to 
replicate the Seminar before the IACA 2008 Spring Market, 
adding more topics and repeating the popular ones.
